•Children are taught to read by breaking down 
(segmenting) words into separate sounds or 
phonemes in order to decode and read the words. 

•Children have a 20mins phonics lesson each day and 
they are encouraged to use these strategies to 
read and write in other lessons.  

 





•Every Year 1 child in the country will be 
taking the phonics screening check in the 
same week in June. 

•The aim of the screening is to ensure the 
children have learnt phonic decoding. It 
helps the school identify who may need 
extra help in Year 2 so they are given the 
support to improve their reading skills. 

 

 

•This ‘midpoint check’ will ensure that we 
have a clear understanding of what the 
children need to learn in Year 2.

•The check is very similar to tasks the children already 
complete during phonics lessons.  

•Children will be asked to ‘sound out’ a word and blend 
the sounds together.eg d-o-g - dog 

•The focus of the check is to see which sounds the 
children know and therefore the children will be asked 
to read made up ‘nonsense’  words.

•Please continue to read with your child each night 
and encourage them to: 

•sound out and blend the sounds together to decode 
the words.   

•Practice the spellings sent home to reinforce the 
new sounds/ phonemes as the children are taught 
them.  

•Play some of the suggested games or visit phonic 
websites to help you and your child 

•Read a variety of books
